are based on academic, personal, social, and emotional aspects of a student’s school record.

In accordance with published regulations, Sunrise School reserves the right to dismiss or ask that a student be withdrawn if:
* the student’s best interests and needs cannot be met effectively by the school’s programs and services;

» the student’s behavior is deemed to jeopardize the welfare of the school community;

* educationally significant information is withheld from the school;

» school fees are not paid in accordance with Sunrise School Financial Regulation.

Admission to Sunrise School is provisional until all school records and supporting documentation have been received and evaluated
by the Sunrise School Office and an evaluation has been carried out by the Principal and/or classroom teachers.

During periods when the capacity of the school is insufficient to accommodate all qualified students who seek enroliment, the
Principal shall consider, among others, the following factors:
